WORK, WORK!

Born in the seventies, the first sound of radio | hear is the song “Kokomo” of Beach Boys. | did
also always hear it was the crisis and that it was necessary to work, work.

It is therefore pressing “a desire to be useless” which guides me. The claim of my artistic
guestioning passes by circulation in my work of political messages, social interrogations and
shows an interest for the fundamental processes (death in his report with alive, sexual energy,
time which passes].

Astounded by the tyrannical firepower of the Medias able to guide the aspirations of the crowd,
| endeavor to make emerge in the mind of the spectators a form of retreat on the sense of the
messages themselves that, almost in fraud, | submit to them.

Contaminated by surf culture, the sets of themes approached however appear very diverse:
the going beyond oneselves boundaries, the geography and a fascination for the precision of its
charts full of symbols, delimiting the borders, the zones of contact or the natural limits, the
shores... ancestral art and the psychograms, absurdity of the existence and particularly the
nonsense of work as a voluntary slavery, struggles.. In a subjacent way my research is
tormented more and more by the tension between the ordinary being and the artistic being
(difference in perception, moments of acuter sensitivity, intern movement from one to the
other...].

Among other areas of investigation, | try to initiate some aeration of the space-time. Pause,
linger on the details of the unseen scenery, enjoy a moment made essential by the feeling. A
dimension of beauty, a naive desire to pretend to bring safe havens for breath.

In spite of a tendency to cassandrism, | try to keep an amount of humor in my works. For
example, since 2007, with the reason that it doesn't bark, doesn't eat anything and is less
restrictive than a real dog, | suggest the public to adopt a Blue Dog, viral character of my
universe, painted on small canvas. With the advantages that it is not necessary to go out for a
walk with it and can be forgotten in ones apartment at the time of the fateful departure on
holiday without worrying about finding a pet desiccated at the come back.

Claim an artistic freedom can graze idiocy. But the eclecticism of my work certainly reflects
the need to acquire the ability to speak several languages, languages that | invented as many
doubles. The diversity of the media used (painting, drawing, installations, sounds, text,
photography, video, behavior and other ways) however plead, beyond the cohabitation of multiple
identities, for the unceasingly renewed search of an additional widening of the field of freedoms.

Finally, nothing really serious.
